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ABSTRAK

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis pengaruh literasi keuangan,
gaya hidup Kkonsumerisme, dan pendapatan terhadap perilaku pengelolaan
keuangan. Teknik analisis data yang digunakan pada penelitian ini analisis regresi
linear berganda dan uji anova. Penelitian ini dilakukan dengan menyebarkan
kuisioner online. Teknik pengambilan sampel yang digunakan adalah purposive
sampling dan sampel yang didapatkan sebanyak 80 orang. Berdasarkan hasil
penelitian, terdapat pengaruh literasi keuangan, gaya hidup konsumerisme, dan
pendapatan secara simultan terhadap perilaku pengelolaan keuangan. Hasil secara
parsial menyatakan bahwa literasi keuangan dan gaya hidup berpengaruh
signifikan terhadap perilaku pengelolaan keuangan. Berdasarkan hasil uji anova,

tidak terdapat pengaruh pendapatan terhadap perilaku pengelolaan keuangan.
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ABSTRACT

This study aims to analyze the effect of financial literacy, consumerism
lifestyle, and income on financial management behavior. The data analysis
technique used in this study was multiple linear regression analysis and ANOVA
test. This research was conducted by distributing online questionnaires. The
sampling technique used was purposive sampling and the samples obtained were
80 people. Based on the results of the study, there is a simultaneous influence of
financial literacy, consumerism lifestyle, and income on financial management
behavior. The results partially state that financial literacy and lifestyle have a
significant effect on financial management behavior. Based on the results of the

ANOVA test, there is no effect of income on financial management behavior.
